My God, thy table now is spread, thy cup with love doth overflow; 
be all thy children thither led, and let them thy sweet mercies know. 
 
Nor let thy spreading gospel rest till through the world thy truth has run,  
till with this Bread shall all be blessed who see the light or feel the sun. 
 
Maundy Thursday Prayer – said together 
 
Almighty Father, whose dear Son, on the night before he suffered, instituted the 
Sacrament of his Body and Blood:  Mercifully grant that we may receive it 
thankfully in remembrance of Jesus Christ our Lord, who in these holy mysteries 
gives us a pledge of eternal life; and who now lives and reigns with you and the 
Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever.  Amen. 
 
A reading from the Gospel of Luke 22:14-30. 
 
When the hour came, Jesus and his apostles reclined at the table.  And he said to 
them, “I have eagerly desired to eat this Passover with you before I suffer.  For I 
tell you, I will not eat it again until it finds fulfillment in the kingdom of God.”  
 
After taking the cup, he gave thanks and said, “Take this and divide it among you.  
For I tell you I will not drink again of the fruit of the vine until the kingdom of God 
comes.” 
 
And he took bread, gave thanks and broke it, and gave it to them, saying, “This is 
my body given for you; do this in remembrance of me.” 
 
In the same way, after the supper he took the cup, saying, “This cup is the new 
covenant in my blood, which is poured out for you.  But the hand of him who is 
going to betray me is with mine on the table.  The Son of Man will go as it has 
been decreed, but woe to that man who betrays him.”  They began to question 
among themselves which of them it might be who would do this. 



 
Also a dispute arose among them as to which of them was considered to be 
greatest.  Jesus said to them, “The kings of the Gentiles lord it over them; and 
those who exercise authority over them call themselves Benefactors.  But you are 
not to be like that.  Instead, the greatest among you should be like the youngest, 
and the one who rules like the one who serves.  For who is greater, the one who 
is at the table or the one who serves?  Is it not the one who is at the table?  But I 
am among you as one who serves.  You are those who have stood by me in my 
trials.  And I confer on you a kingdom, just as my Father conferred one on me, so 
that you may eat and drink at my table in the kingdom and sit on thrones, judging 
the twelve tribes of Israel.”

Eucharistic Prayer 
 
We give thanks to you, O God, for the goodness and love which you have made 
known to us in creation; in the calling of Israel to be your people; in your Word 
spoken through the prophets; and above all in the Word made flesh, Jesus, your 
Son.  For in these last days you sent him to be incarnate from the Virgin Mary, to 
be the Savior and Redeemer of the world.  In him, you have delivered us from evil, 
and made us worthy to stand before you.  In him, you have brought us out of 
error into truth, out of sin into righteousness, out of death into life. 
 
On  the night before he died for us, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread, and when he 
had given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, and said, “Take, 
eat:  This is my Body, which is given for you.  Do this for the remembrance of me.” 
 



 
 
After supper he took the cup of wine; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to 
them, and said, “Drink this, all of you:  This is my Blood of the new Covenant, 
which is shed for you and for many for the forgiveness of sins.  Whenever you 
drink it, do this for the remembrance of me.” 
 
Therefore, according to his command, O Father,  
 
We remember his death, 
We proclaim his resurrection,  
We await his coming in glory; 
 
And we offer our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving to you, O lord of all; 
presenting to you, from your creation, this bread and this wine. 
 
We pray you, gracious God, to send your Holy Spirit upon these gifts that they 
may be the Sacrament of the Body of Christ and his Blood of the new Covenant.  
Unite us to your Son in his sacrifice, that we may be acceptable through him, 
being sanctified by the Holy Spirit.  In the fullness of time, put all things in 
subjection under your Christ, and bring us to that heavenly country where, with 
all your saints, we may enter the everlasting heritage of your sons and daughters; 
through Jesus Christ our Lord, the firstborn of all creation, the head of the Church, 
and the author of our salvation. 
 
By him, and with him, and in him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit all honor and glory 
is yours, Almighty Father, now and for ever.  Amen.
